WHEREAS, designing capital projects, operators ensuring the safety and quality of drinking
water and members of a pipe crew maintaining the infrastructure which communities rely on to
transport high quality drinking water from its source to consumers’ taps is hard work performed by the
entire water sector; and

WHEREAS, we are all stewards of the water infrastructure upon which current and future
generations depend; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Alabama are called upon to help protect our source waters from
pollution, practice water conservation and to get involved with their water by familiarizing
themselves with it;
